Minutes
of the 14th meeting of the Board
of the Balkan Union of Metallurgists (BUM)
Bucharest, 2010 22.10

The meeting was attended by the following:

- Prof.Dr. Sorin Dimitriu, President of BUM, representing Romania;

- Prof. Dr. Sveto Cvetkovski, President of the Union of Macedonian Metallurgists,
representing Macedonia;

- Professor Alexander Zlatarski, vice president of the Union of Bulgarian Metallurgists,
representing Bulgaria;

- Dipl. Eng. Zamfir Laurentiu, secretary of BUM.

Mr. Dimitriu said that the current BUM structure, essentially academic, is inefficient. For this
reason many BUM Board members, cannot even attend the annual meetings. The main reason is
lack of financial support, which prevents the Board members to participate in the brief annual
meeting of 2-3 days. This explains the unsatisfactory participation of BUM Board members at
this meeting, although its date and place were established long before, with the active agreement
of all member countries (Albania, Bulgaria, Kosovo, Macedonia, Montenegro, Romania, Serbia).
Due to this inefficiency, Greece and Turkey withdrew from BUM.

Mr. Dimitriu appreciated it would be very useful that each member country should have two
representatives in the BUM Board: one from academia (as far) and one from business
environment, with financial potency. The representative of the business environment should also
be member

of the union / association of metallurgists from that country.

Another important aspect also is that in the present structure, BUM offers no information of
interest to be attractive to the third parts, especially for the business people. If BUM would
provide such useful information that could be bought by various potential customers, eg various
banks, then the organization should become more efficient and could be a largely self-financing,
even for more diverse actions (conferences , seminars, roundtables). Such information of interest
could be: analyses to date of major metal producers, ferrous and nonferrous (evolution of
manufacturing, financial, investment program, etc.), case studies for various manufacturers, etc.
The amounts resulting from the sale of such surveys or studies would be divided between BUM
members in proportion to the contribution made by each country. But to carry out such studies or
analysis, there must be access to information. For example, in Romania there is a Romanian
employers' association in steel, UNIROMSIDER, in which are represented most major steel
companies all privatized now, with foreign capital (mostly) but also Romanian. Bucharest
Chamber of Commerce and Industry (BCCI) has a good relationship with UNIROMSIDER,
receiving from this organization the most up to date information about the situation of the
associated member companies. For this reason Mr. Dimitriu proposed in 2008, at the Board
meeting, the entry of the Balkan countries metallurgists unions/associations, in the structure of
the chambers of commerce and industry (or economic chambers, as it is called sometimes) to
benefit both informational and financial support.
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Another reason justifying the chamber system support would be the accessing of the European
funds, through well-prepared projects. Eg. BCCI, whose president is also professor Sorin
Dimitriu, has already 23 projects approved that are underway, and another 22 projects pending.

It also should be increased the cooperation, even through partnerships, of the materials science
and engineering faculties of the Balkan countries. On the basis of such partnerships could stay
the principle of complementarity.

At the University Politehnica Bucharest, in the Faculty of Materials Science and Engineering
there are the following specializations:

* Materials Science

* Metallic materials extraction engineering

 Materials Processing Engineering

» Medical Engineering

» Economic engineering in chemical and materials industries
* Engineering and environmental protection in industry

Prof. Dimitriu leads the specialization "economic engineering in chemical and materials
industries” . In fact the last two specializations of the faculty are the most requested, and students
who graduated among the first these specializations, already occupy leading positions in various
companies, not only in the field of metallurgy!

Also, within the Faculty of Materials Science and Engineering, from University Politehnica
Bucharest, materials engineering and materials science specializations are taught in English and
French!

Of course there are different specializations in other materials science and engineering faculties
from Balkan countries taught in foreign languages. On this basis, partnerships can accomplished.

In terms of partnership based on complementarity, it is possible that for certain specializations, to
develop those departments of the Balkan countries that have gained notoriety over time, and
other countries to send students to study at the universities that hold those specializations . As an
example was reminded Welding Institute Bor, which is the most prestigious higher education
establishment in this field.

A close cooperation within the university system would allow an easier access to the European
funds for projects aiming for ex. equipping laboratories in universities, conducting trainings on
various topics and so on. Eg. Within University Politehnica Bucharest major European funds
were accessed for buying laboratory equipment and even for the creation of new laboratories.

Extremely useful for carrying out all the above mentioned activities, including accessing
European funds for laboratory facilities, training activities and others, would be the establishing
of an association of scientists from the Balkan countries in the field of materials science, as a
distinct structure in the BUM, with branches in all the Balkan countries.

Professor Cvetkovski showed that in Macedonia the Union of Macedonian Metallurgists make
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efforts to strengthen collaboration with the Economic Chamber of Macedonia and Ministry of
Economy of Macedonia. It might be good for the union to operate together with the Economic
Chamber. In this way it could be attracted the business people for participating in the BUM
activities, including by appointing a representative from the business environment with the
existing university representative.

Professor Zlatarski said that in Bulgaria, the Union of Bulgarian Metallurgists is a structure
independent of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry, but it might try a rapprochement
between the two structures so that the businessmen from metallurgy, members of the Chamber,
should be represented also in the BUM Board. Also professor Zlatarski informed that in the
period September 28" — October 01%, 2011 will be held in Varna, at the International Home of
Scientists F.J. Curie, the 11" International Conference of Metallurgy, organized by Union of
Bulgarian Metallurgists. He proposed that, on this occasion, the next meeting of the BUM Board
should be held during the conference. The hosting country is undertaking the obligation to
organize this Board meeting.

Both Mr professor Cvetkovski and Mr professor Zlatarski stressed the need and importance of
returning in the BUM structure of Greece and Turkey.

Regarding the fee for a member country of the BUM, Mr Dimitriu reported that for 2009 the fee
of 300 euro per year, was paid only by four countries: Romania, Albania, Macedonia and
Kosovo. Mr. Dimitriu proposed that in future this fee should no longer be paid, but should be
used to partially cover the travel and accommodation expenses of the Board members from the
BUM member countries, at the annual meetings of the Board.

Finally Mr. President Dimitriu said that having in view the target of revival of the BUM activity
on new bases, it is necessary for the forthcoming meeting of the BUM Board, which will take
place in the first half of the year 2011, to be attended by all current members of the Board BUM,
in order to take the statutory decisions on the future BUM activity. In this respect, kindly asked
the representatives of Bulgaria and Macedonia, to help mobilize all members of the BUM Board,
for the upcoming session. The Minutes of the Board meeting, held in Bucharest, on October
22" 2010, will be sent to the other countries that were not represented at this meeting, for their
knowledge and adoption.

Conclusions of the meeting:

- Need to strengthen BUM activity, by incorporating into the organization of business
representatives in the field of metallurgy and, if approved by the Unions of Metallurgists of the
Balkan countries members of BUM, in close cooperation with chambers of commerce (or
economic chambers);

- Accessing information useful and of great interest in education and production, and
achievement of studies or analysis that can be exploited for the benefit of all BUM member
countries ;



- Establishing partnerships between materials science and engineering faculties of the BUM
member countries, both EU member and non-EU member, including on complementarity basis,
as well as jointly carrying out worthwhile projects to benefit from EU funds;

- Creating an association of scientists from the Balkan countries in the field of materials science,
that work in the BUM structure, with branches in all BUM member countries, able to support the
cooperation for various actions and joint projects;

- The BUM Board invites the national associations of metallurgists from the Balkan countries to
assist the Balkan Union of Metallurgists in the preparation for the 11" International Conference
of Metallurgy in Varna, during the period September 28" — October 10" 2011.

- The participation of all BUM representatives of the BUM member countries, in the next
meeting, which will take place in the first half of the year 2011, in order to be able to take the
statutory decisions for strengthening the future BUM activity.
